How to win the Ginny Valentine 2011 Badge of Courage

The Badge of Courage award will be awarded to the individual who has demonstrated  persistence, persuasion or just raw courage in taking a research project through to implementation.  You might want to nominate yourself – and you are welcome to do so. But it may be that you are a research sponsor or stakeholder who wants to nominate someone else. 

Here’s how to get the award. You need to write up in no more than a page or 400 words  why you think the award should go to this particular individual. Be aware that the judges are looking  for  evidence of the following:

· Persistence

· Persuasion

· Risk

· Raw bravery

· In a nutshell  - human interest


This award is different from other research awards because it is not about the cleverness of the methodology or even commercial success though it would be good to show that the research project had a clear commercial goal.  The project in question should have taken place during 2010 or 2011 – giving you 2 years.

You will be informed by March 2nd if your nomination has been shortlisted by the award committee. There are two awards: one badge of courage which can be awarded to a nominee of any age and a Best Newcomer award if the nominee is 25 or younger.  Please remember to state if the nominee is under 26 years of age! 

The sponsor or nominee need give a short presentation to the judging panel (no more than 6 minutes) at the Badge of Courage night before an audience. The evening is due to take place on March 20th in central London (venue to be announced). The award winners will be announced the same evening.   Please complete and return the accompanying form.
